Miss Boston is an official Miss America preliminary and each year the young lady crowned as Miss Boston competes for the title of Miss Massachusetts.


History of Miss America
 The Miss America Pageant began in 1921 in Atlantic City. For 90 years, the pageant has been one of our country’s most exciting events.  The Miss America Organization and its state and local pageants partner with the Children’s Miracle Network to raise vital funds for children across the country every year.
